The package must
include all of the following:

1. A completed application form.

2. A brief yet complete statement indicating educational objectives,
future plans of study or research, professional activities and need.

3. At least one letter of recommendation from a faculty members familiar
with the students work.

4. A complete transcript through May of the year prior to when the award

will be presented.

Incomplete or improperly completed applications will be discarded. Late applications are
not accepted. Valid applications must arrive at CLSA Education Foundation Office no later
than 12:00 p.m. on the submittal date. Winners, who will be selected as early as possible,
are encouraged to attend the awards ceremony. If you wish to receive confirmation of your
application packet, the U.S. Post Office offers a "return receipt requested" service for
certified mail.

Currently enrolled in an accredited surveying course baccalaureate program or
currently enrolled in an associate degree program in surveying or survey engineering with
the intent to attend an accredited surveying course baccalaureate program or pursue a
career in the Land Surveying Profession

Minimum GPA in College 2.5
Minimum GPA in Major 3.0

Selection Criteria

30% Previous academic record
30% Applicants statement
20% Recommendation letters
20% Professional activities

Degree of financial need will be used to break ties, if necessary after all primary criteria
have been considered.
