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InaBmuch as our membership la spread 
fomewhat thinly over the length and bre-
dth of our large state, It becomes incr­
easingly apparent that our strength will 
necessarily stem from local chapter act-
lYities. One of the first and most Impo-
rtent effort* to be made by a chapter is 
to actlTely work at acquainting non-mem­
bers in their area;with the aims of the 
Association, and.by so doing, increase the 
membership* It is a foregone conclusion 
that ve will xieed a much larger member­
ship of 'worlcing* people, if we hope to 
improve our professional status* By 
"working' people, 3r mean those dedicated 
persons who hare ideas and -are villing to 
push then. Another importent activity of 
a chapter would be to make an effort to­
ward acquainting the public with our obj-
ectlTes as an Association* Various methods 
could be used, such as offering to speak 
to potential surveyors in our schools, or 
to civic organizations, and an effort 
could be made to start Explorer Scout 
groups oriented towards surveying, such 
as Explorer Post lOJ whloh the Sacramento 
Chapter has already sponsored*
